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IELTS Online Speaking Test Overview

Just like the in-center IELTS Speaking test, the online version is a face-to-face interview with an
IELTS Examiner. The main difference is that you take it from home via a video call instead of at a
test center.

Key steps:
«  Before the test, you'll verify your identity by taking a live photo of yourself and the ID you
registered with using your webcam.
e After your system and ID checks, you join a virtual waiting room.
*  When ready, a notification lets you start the test.
¢ The Examiner will check your ID again, then begin the test.
e The format, timing (11-14 minutes), and content are the same as the in-center test.

During the test:
. In Part 2, a topic card appears on your screen.
¢ You have one minute to prepare and can type notes on the screen.
*  The Examiner can’t see your notes, which disappear after Part 2.
. After completing Part 3, the test ends.
¢ You simply click “exit” to leave.

That’s it—you’ve completed your Speaking test.
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
